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Outline

Soil salinization and freshwater shortage are the major contrains for sustainable development of agriculture in arid and semi-arid regions. To increase the agricultural production in such regions, since 1991, the Center for Agricultural Resources Research, Institute of Genetics and Developmental Biology, Chinese Acadmy of Sciences has been starting the international collaboration with Japan, Pakistan, Slovak etc to develop, creat, and practice the knowledge of saline soil reclamation, halophyte utilization, bioremidiation etc. The workshop will provide the opportunities for exchanging and sharing the results of the collaboration, field investigation in saline land, and discussing the future focus.
